Purpose & Spirit of Award 

The ‘Make It Happen Award’ provides funding for enthusiastic and dedicated young athletes. The Award will help access specialist skills and knowledge and assist in achieving sporting potential.

Award Value

(2018) Two awards of £2,000 each. Funded equally by Bluefin Sport Ins and the Mary Peters Trust.
Requirements to Application
It is a condition of this application that all Applicants accept the term and conditions of the Mary Peters Trust, which apply also to the ‘Make It Happen’ applications and awards and which are available for viewing on the Mary Peters website, (Mary Peters Trust application for funding form).
Applicants must be affiliated to a sporting governing body recognised by the Mary Peters Trust.

Applicants must be aged 14 and over.

Applicants on funding from Sport NI Athletes Investment Programme or similar will not be eligible for funding.

The Award cannot be used towards University Scholarships.

What to apply for

Applicants must have a proven ability at junior and/or senior level. Must have a standing judged against World, British and Irish standards which indicates potential to compete at international level or with distinction in British and Irish Championships.

The potential of these athletes is such that a time of specialist coaching, specialist knowledge/skill/competition within a structured environment would give them a boost in their sporting careers and hopefully lead them along a pathway which will, ‘Make It Happen’.

Application Procedure

Applications should be submitted to the Mary Peters Trust on the approved ‘Make It Happen’ Award application form and must be legible, preferably typed or printed in black ink.  Additional application forms may be requested from – info@marypeterstrust.org.  

Application forms should be signed by:

· the applicant (or parent/guardian if nominee is under 18

· The Governing Body box must be signed by the liaison officer.

Closing date for entries is Friday 9 November 2018 at 5.00pm.
A small selection of athletes will be put forward for a short 10 minute interview on Tuesday 4 December 2018 at approx. 12.30pm/2.00pm. (Coach/Parent should accompany applicant if under 18)

As a condition of the Award a blog or report (either written or in video format) is to be completed during or after the ‘applied for’ project or at the sixth month point June 2019.
Role of Governing Bodies:

Each application must include a short written statement from the Governing Body’s liaison officer. 

This statement should aim to inform the Awards Committee of the applicant’s ability, potential, need and commitment in relation to the criteria.

The Governing Body of the successful applicants shall liaise with the Trust to ensure that the awards are administered in accordance with the Mary Peters Trust criteria and the overall purpose of the Award. 
Adjudication: 

The Mary Peters Trust will be responsible for assessing all applications.
The winners will be selected by the Trust.

The winners will be announced in December 2018.
The Mary Peters Trust decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

Publicity:

The winners of the Awards shall be required to take part in promotional/PR activity – upon receiving the Award and at further reasonable opportunities/occasions.

The winners must acknowledge the 2018 ‘Make It Happen’ Award during any media opportunities – paying credit to the Mary Peters Trust where and when possible. 

Publicity opportunities will be arranged at a mutually convenient time and location for all parties.  

The Awardees will adhere to the conditions of the Award as specified upon receipt.
